Installing / Removing the Base Stand

The Guide is to help you navigate through all the possible Live TV viewing options.

The Guide supplies information such as programme listings, start and end times for all available services. In addition, detailed 
information about the programme is often available in the Guide (the availability and amount of programme information will 
vary, depending on the particular broadcaster).

This function can be used only when the Guide information is broadcast by broadcasting companies.

The Guide displays the programme details for the previous and next 7 days.

Accessing the Guide
There are many ways to access the Guide. It can be accessed from the LIVE screen, by pressing the GUIDE button on the remote 
control or by using Alexa.

•	 To exit the Guide press the BACK button.

Selecting a Programme from the Guide
1.	 Press the    buttons to select the desired programme.

Use the Inputs menu to change between inputs and also select the Media Player from here if you have a USB Drive connected to 
one of the USB sockets.

Selecting the Inputs Menu through the Setting Menu
There are 2 ways to select the Inputs menu, you can select it through the Settings Menu or by pressing and holding the OPTIONS 
button when using your TV.

1.	 Press the HOME button to select the home screen, the scroll accros to SETTINGS.

2.	 Press the  button to highlight INPUTS and press SELECT.

Selecting an Input
•	 Press the   buttons to highlight your desired Input then press SELECT. Your 

TV will now switch to that input.

Changing an Inputs Name
The input name can be changed for HDMI, Composite and VGA inputs. If you have a Blu-ray player connected to HDMI 1 this can 
be renamed the Blu-ray. This will make it easy for you to select inputs when using Alexa.

1.	 Highlight HDMI1, 2, 3, or COMPOSITE then press the OPTION button.

2.	 Highlight CHANGE DEVICE NAME and press SELECT.

3.	 You'll now see a list of Devices, highlight the on that you have connected and 
press SELECT. Then select NEXT. Now if you want to select this input simply hold 
down the ALEXA button and say 'Alexa, Switch to Blu-ray'.

If you want to set the Inputs back to their original names, highlight the 
Input, press OPTION and select RESET INPUT.

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Media Player
If you have a USB storage device plugged into one of the USB sockets or you have files in GALLERY you can access them and 
display them in the Media Player. The Media player allows you to display images, or play videos and audio files.

3.	 With Media Player open you'll see 4 tabs at the top of the screen, highlight YOUR 
FILES to see all the files, VIDEOS to see all videos, IMAGES to see all images and 
AUDIO to see all audio files.

•	 Supported file Video formats: MPG, MPEG, VOB, MKV, MP4, MOV, FLV, 3GP and AVI.

•	 Supported file Picture formats: JPEG, JPG, BMP and PNG.

•	 If you are using a USB 3.0 storage device it will work at a slower data transfer rate (the USB port is 2.0). 

•	 Partitioned hard drives are NOT supported. If your hard drive has two partitions such as one NTFS and one FAT32. The 
NTFS partition may not work or could work slowly.

1.	 In the INPUTS menu highlight MEDIA PLAYER and press SELECT. 

2.	 If this is the first time you have used the Media Player, you may be asked if you 
want to allow gallery to access photos, media and files on your device. Gallery is 
the name used for your device so highlight ALLOW and press SELECT.
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3.	 Now select the images that you 
would like to add into the slide 
show by highlighting each image 
and pressing SELECT.

4.	 Once you have selected all the 
images press the PLAY/PAUSE 
button to start the slide show.

Slide Show Settings
Once you have a slide show running you can change the setting of the slide show. 
Adjust the settings then press the PLAY/PAUSE button to view your slide show.

1.	 Highlight the IMAGES tab at the 
top of the screen then press the 
OPTION button.

Setting  
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Notifications Menu

The notifications menu shows you all the notifications about your TV. The  will be displayed next to the word SETTINGS on 
the Home screen to indicate that you have Notifications. A small number next to the Notifications symbol indicates how many 
Notification your have.

Reading Notifications
1.	 Highlight NOTIFICATIONS in the Settings menu and press SELECT.

2.	 All the available Notifications will be displayed scroll across and highlight the 
Notification that you want to read, then press SELECT.

3.	 The Notification will be displayed.

Clearing Notifications
You can clear individual Notifications or clear all of them.

•	 To clear an individual Notification highlight the notification then press the 
OPTION button. In the OPTIONS menu highlight DISMISS and press SELECT.  
The notification will be deleted.

•	 To clear all the Notifications press the OPTION button, highlight DISMISS ALL 
and press SELECT. All of the notifications will be deleted.
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Network Menu

The Network menu has all the setting for connecting your TV to the internet. All the available networks will be shown here and 
this is where you can configure your network.

Checking Network Status
1.	 Highlight NETWORK in the Settings menu and press SELECT.

2.	 Highlight your Network, if you're connected it will show Connected under the 
Network name. On the right of the screen it will show the Signal Strength and 
Security of your connection. 

The Network menu will display the strongest 3 networks your TV can find, 
your network is the one with the word 'Connected' written under it.

3.	 With your Network highlighted press the PLAY/PAUSE button to check your 
Network. You will see Connection Status of (your network). Press the BACK 
button to exit this screen.

4.	 If you want to forget the network press the OPTION button.

Seeing All Networks
•	 If you want to search for more networks, highlight SEE ALL NETWORKS and 

press SELECT. You'll now see a list of all the networks that your TV can find. If 
you scroll down to the bottom of the list you also have the option to RESCAN for 
networks.

Joining a Network Using WSP (Button) or (PIN)
If you can't remember your Wi-Fi password using the WPS option temporarily disables your routers password and allows you to 
connect to it without it.

•	 Highlight your preferred 
WPS connection option and 
press SELECT, then follow the 
on-screen instructions.
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Saving your WiFi Password to your Amazon Account
Your WiFi password can be saved to your Amazon Account, this can be helpful if you would like to connect other devices to the 
same network. The default setting is OFF.

•	 Highlight SAVE WI-FI PASSWORD TO AMAZON and press SELECT. Your Wi-Fi 
password will now be saved in your account. It can be deleted at any time by 
selecting OFF.

Advanced Network Settings
•	 If you are confident in using Network setting you can manually setup a network 

by highlighting JOIN OTHER NETWORK and pressing SELECT. You will have to 
manually type in all your desired network settings using the on-screen keyboard. 

•	 If you have connected your TV via an Ethernet cable you can also configure your 
network setting. This is also a more advanced setting for user that are confident 
in setting up networks.
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Display & Sound Menu

The Display & Sound menu houses all the setting and adjustments for your picture and sound as wall as other settings such as, 
how your TV powers on, Screen Mirroring, Screen saver setting and HDMI CEC device control.

•	 Highlight DISPLAY & SOUND in the Settings menu and press SELECT.

Sound Settings
Sound settings can be adjusted here, for information on adjusting each setting refer 
to the Customising TV setting section of this manual.

Power on State
The Power On setting allows you to choose which state you want your TV to switch 
on in, either the last input that you were watching or the Home screen.

1.	 Highlight POWER ON and press SELECT.

Picture Settings
Picture settings can be adjusted on each Input, so each input can be set to have 
its own picture settings. For information on adjusting each setting refer to the 
Customising TV setting section of this manual.

2.	 Highlight HOME or LAST INPUT and press SELECT. A tick will appear next to your 
choice.

For adjusting Picture setting while viewing your TV, press and hold the 
HOME button and select PICTURE in the menu on the left hand side of the 
screen.

For adjusting Sound settings while viewing your TV, press and hold the 
HOME button and select SOUND in the menu on the left hand side of the 
screen.
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Audio Output
The Audio Output menu has 4 options, TV Speakers, Digital Audio Format, DTS DRC 
and Bluetooth Audio Sync.

•	 Highlight AUDIO OUTPUT and press SELECT.

TV Speakers
In the TV Speakers menu you can switch your TVs Built-in speakers ON or OFF. You 
may wish to switch them off if you have connected a soundbar.

•	 Highlight TV SPEAKERS and press SELECT to switch the TV Speakers ON or OFF.

Digital Audio Format
Depending on the type of audio device you have connected you my need to adjust 
the audio format that your TV outputs. The audio format can be changed here.

1.	 Highlight DIGITAL AUDIO FORMAT and press SELECT.

DTS DRC
The DTS DRC menu enables DTS DRC to be switched ON or OFF.

•	 Highlight DTS DRC and press SELECT to switch the DTS DRC to ON or OFF.

2.	 Highlight your desired audio format PCM - DOLBY DIGITAL - AUTO - PASS-
THROUGH then press SELECT. The default setting is AUTO.

AC4 Dialog Enhancer
One of the key complaints many voice about broadcast today is that dialogue can 
sometimes be virtually unintelligible. AC-4 Dialog Enhancer increases the clarity of 
the dialogue, even with older, previously recorded stereo and surround content.

•	 Highlight AC4 DIALOG ENHANCER and press SELECT to switch the AC4 Dialog 
Enhancer to ON or OFF. The default setting is OFF.
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Bluetooth Audio Sync
If you have a Bluetooth speaker or headphones connected to your TV you might 
need to sync the audio to your device. Selecting Bluetooth Audio Sync will do this 
for you.

1.	 With your Bluetooth device connected to your TV Highlight BLUETOOTH AUDIO 
SYNC and press SELECT.

2.	 Make sure the volume on your device is switched on, then press and hold the 
ALEXA button for 2-3 seconds. The syncing will start and you'll hear some beeps 
from your bluetooth device. Keep holding the ALEXA button down until the 
process has finished.

Setting  
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Enable Display Mirroring
With this feature you can mirror the display of your mobile device on your TV. Make the TV discoverable by Enabeling Display 
mirroring, then on your mobile device search for the TV. The feature may be called either Display Mirroring or Miracast on your 
mobile device. Your TV and Mobile device need to be connected to the same Wifi network.

1.	 Highlight ENABLE DISPLAY MIRRORING and press SELECT. The DISPLAY 
MIRRORING screen will appear, this will show the name of your TV. Now on your 
mobile device open screen sharing and find the name of your TV.  
 
Your mobile device will need to be within 10m of your TV.

2.	 To stop DISPLAY MIRRORING press any button on the remote control and then 
highlight YES and press SELECT.

Screen Mirroring is NOT available on iOS devices. To check which devices 
are compatible go to www.amazon.com/firetv/mirroring
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Navigation Sounds
While navigating menus and selecting items your TV will make a sound, this can be 
switched on and off here.

1.	 Highlight NAVIGATION SOUNDS and press SELECT to switch them ON or OFF.

Screen Saver
When your TV is inactive for a few minutes the screen saver will activate. Pictures 
from the Amazon Collection will play. The Screen Saver menu gives you many 
options to change so that you can customise your screen saver.

1.	 Highlight SCREEN SAVER and press SELECT.

2.	 The SCREEN SAVER SETTINGS menu will appear. 

Current Screensaver - Here you can change the screen saver album so it shows 	
your pictures. 

Slide Style - Change the way the pictures transition. Choose from Pan & Zoom, 
Dissolve or Mosaic.

Slide Speed - Adjust the time taken to change pictures. Choose from Slow, Medium 
or Fast.

Start Time - Set the time taken before the Screen Saver starts. Choose from 5, 10, 15 
minutes or Never.

Display Info - Switch the picture information ON or OFF.

Shuffle - Choose if you want to display pictures in a random order.

HDMI CEC Device Control
If you have a CEC enabled device connected to your TV via a HDMI cable, this setting 
allows your TV remote control to also control selected functions of your connected 
device. For Example the STANDBY button on your TV remote will also switch on your 
CEC enabled device. The default setting is ON.

1.	 Highlight HDMI CEC DEVICE CONTROL and press SELECT to switch ON or OFF.
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Applications Menu

The applications menu lets you manage all your apps.

•	 Highlight APPLICATIONS and press SELECT.

Amazon Photo Settings
Here you can change the Amazon photo app settings, you can allow others to cast photos from their Amazon Photos account to 
your TV, and you can also disable your account so it can't be viewed on your TV.

1.	 Highlight AMAZON PHOTOS and press SELECT.

2.	 Allow Guest Conections is switched on as default, if you don't want to allow 
other users to cast photos from their Amazon Photo accounts you can switch 
this feature off. Highlight ALLOW GUEST CONNECTIONS and press SELECT to 
swich the feature ON and OFF.

3.	 If you want to stop seeing your photos from your Amazon Photos account you 
can disable the feature here. Access is Enabled as default. Highlight ACCESS 
AMAZON PHOTOS and press SELECT.

4.	 Highlight DISABLE AMAZON PHOTOS and press SELECT. Your photos will now 
not be viewable on your TV. Don't worry your photos will not be deleted they 
will remain in your account.

Setting  
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Appstore
The Appstore menu allows you to control your app setting such as auto updates, 
in-app purchases and how to open external market links.

1.	 Highlight APPSTORE and press SELECT.

The APPSTORE menu will be displayed where you can select the following:

The default 
setting is ON.
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Manage Installed Applications
Here you can manage all the apps on your TV. The available options to manage are 
Forced Stop, Uninstall, Clear Data and Clear Cashe. It will also show you the amout of 
available memory left on your TV.

1.	 Highlight MANAGE INSTALLED APPLICATIONS and press SELECT. 

•	 Pre-installed apps have 3 options, apps that you have downloaded and installed have more options.

•	 If you uninstall an app it will still be available for you to download and re-install again in the future.

2.	 The default setting is for it the show all app, however if you highlight SHOW and 
press SELECT you get the options to show ALL APPLICATIONS, INTERNAL ONLY 
or USB ONLY.

3.	 A list of apps will be displayed, highlight the app that you'd like to manage and 
press SELECT.

Pre-installed apps

You will have 3 options FORCE STOP, CLEAR DATA, and CLEAR CASHE.

Installed apps

You will have some extra options. PERMISSIONS, LAUNCH APPLICATIONS and 
UNINSTALL.

Setting  
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Equipment Control Menu

Soundbars and Receivers can be connected to your TV and in Equipment Control they can be setup so that your Fire TV remote 
and Alexa can contol the connected device no matter how you connected it to your TV. This process will take a while to setup so 
please be patient.

Adding a Soundbar or Receiver 
1.	 Highlight EQUIPMENT CONTROL and press SELECT.

3.	 Highlight either SOUNDBAR or RECEIVER depending on the product that 
you have connected then press SELECT. This example shows how to setup a 
Soundbar.

•	 Make sure your Soundbar or Receiver is connected to your TV and 
switched on.

4.	 Now you need to select the brand of your Soundbar. Press the  button to 
highlight the brand then press SELECT.

5.	 Make sure your Soundbar is switched on and the volume is up then press 
SELECT.

6.	 Press STANDBY on your TV remote control, wait 10 seconds then press the 
STANDBY button again.

7.	 You'll now be asked 'Did your soundbar turn off and then back on when you 
pressed STANDBY' If it did highlight YES and press SELECT, if it didn't highlight 
NO and press SELECT. You may need to repeat this process multiple times.
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2.	 Highlight ADD EQUIPMENT and press SELECT.
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8.	 When your Soundbar eventually turns off and on, you will be asked to press the 
VOLUME UP and DOWN buttons. Press the VOLUME + and - buttons.

9.	 If your volume level adjusted as expected select YES and press SELECT. If not 
select NO and continue until the volume level changes.

10.	Your Fire TV remote has now been setup, it will now switch your soundbar on 
and off and adjust the volume level.

•	 Now when you switch your TV on your Soundbar will also switch on. 
The TV speakers will be automatically switched off.

Setting  
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Soundbar/Receiver Settings 
Once you have setup your Soundbar or Receiver you will now see either Soundbar or Receiver in the Equipment Control menu. 
This will show you all the settings for your device.

•	 Highlight SOUNDBAR or RECEIVER and press SELECT. You will now see a list of 
settings.

Set the amout the volume increases or decreases when you 
ask Alexa to change the volume.

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Live TV Menu

The Live TV menu allows you to tune in your TV, Manage the channels, set up a CI card and set parental controls.

•	 Highlight LIVE TV and press SELECT.

Tuning in your TV
You should have already tuned in your TV when you first set it up but if you need 
to retune your TV because you changed the location of your TV then follow these 
instructions.

1.	 Highlight CHANNEL SCAN and press SELECT.

2.	 Press SELECT.

3.	 Highlight the country that you are in and press SELECT.

4.	 Highlight TV-AUTO SCAN (RESCAN) and press SELECT. All the channels 
previously tuned in channels will be over ridden.

5.	 Highlight YES and press SELECT. 

Setting  
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3.	 You will now see a list of all the channels. To add a favourite, select the channel 
in the list and press SELECT. To hide a channel select the channel then press 
PLAY/PAUSE.

4.	 To see the list of your favourte or hidden channels select either FAVOURITES or 
HIDDEN lists.

6.	 Your TV will now start to tune in all available channels.

7.	 Press SELECT and the tuning process is complete.
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Automatic Service Update
Sometimes channel may be moved or changed by the network provider, by 
selecting Automatic Service Updates this will always keep your TV up to date.

1.	 Highlight AUTOMATIC SERVICE UPDATE and press SELECT to switch ON or OFF.

Favourite Channels / Manage Channels
Here you can add favourite channels or hide unwanted/unsuitable channels.

Sync Sources
Sync Sources will retune your TV to find all available channels.

1.	 Highlight SYNC SOURCES and press SELECT. Select BROADCAST CHANNELS 
then CHANNEL SCAN.

1.	 Highlight FAVOURITE 
CHANNELS or MANAGE 
CHANNELS and press SELECT.

2.	 Highlight TERESTRIAL 
CHANNELS and press SELECT.
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Controllers & Bluetooth Menu

You can add extra Voice Remote with Alexa to your TV, or you may also need to replace one if your old one broke. Other 
bluetooth devices like speakers games controllers, mice and keyboards can also be connected via bluetooth.

Pairing, Adding or Viewing Status of Voice Remotes with Alexa
Check the status of your current Voice Remote with Alexa or add a new one.

•	 Highlight REMOTES & BLUETOOTH DEVICES and press SELECT.

Remote Status
1.	 Highlight VOICE REMOTES WITH ALEXA and press SELECT.

2.	 To see the stratus of your current voice remote with Alexa highlight VOICE 
REMOTES WITH ALEXA and look at the right hand side of the screen. You'll see 
the type of remote control, the battery status, the version number and its serial 
number.

Pairing or Adding a New Voice Remote with Alexa
1.	 Highlight ADD NEW REMOTE and press SELECT.

2.	 You'll see the word 'Serching' appear, press and hold the HOME button on the 
new remote control for 10 seconds. When the remote has been discovered it will 
appear in the list.

Setting  
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Adding a Bluetooth Games Controller
Bluetooth gaming controllers can be connected to your TV which can be used to 
enjoy all the gaming apps on your TV.

1.	 Highlight GAME CONTROLLERS and press SELECT. 

2.	 Highlight ADD NEW GAME CONTROLLER and press SELECT.

3.	 Press and hold the HOME button on the games controller for 10 seconds. The 
controller will appear in the list. Select the controller.

Adding a Bluetooth Device
You can connect other bluetooth devices such as a Mouse or a Keyboard, which can 
be handy when using the internet browser.

1.	 Highlight OTHER BLUETOOTH DEVICES and press SELECT. 

2.	 Make sure your bluetooth device is in pairing mode and then highlight ADD 
BLUETOOTH DEVICES and press SELECT.

3.	 Your device will appear in the list, this could take a minute or so. Then highlight 
the device and press SELECT to connect the device.
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Alexa Menu

The Alexa menu has more information about the Alexa app, examples of thing to try, and you can also allow your TV to be 
switched on by your Amazon Echo speakers.

•	 Highlight ALEXA and press SELECT.

About the Alexa App
To find out more information about the Alexa app and where to download it select 
ALEXA APP. You will need this app if you want to let your Amazon Echo speakers 
control your TV. The app is the place where you'll be able to connect all your 
Amazon devices together.
